MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS 

 
1) Mini tournaments will be run nightly beginning Wednesday evening 
 
2) Hard Luck Divisions will be offered to teams not reaching money rounds in the regular 

tournament. Second Chance Divisions will be offered to teams that do not qualify for 
Hard Luck. Sponsored Division will be offered to the Men’s bronze Division for teams 
that lose 2 straight matches. There is no entry fee for this division. Teams must 
register at the podium. Entry fee for the Hard Luck & Second Chance tournaments is 
$40.00 for four player teams. Teams require two original tournament members. 
Teams may pick up players of appropriate caliber from their own Charter 

 
3) Referee Clinic is available at a cost of $100.00 (US Funds) per person. Registration 

deadline is January 12. Charter Holder approval is required for players wishing to 
attend 

 

Tournament Ranking System (TRS) 
 
TEAM/PLAYER RANKINGS: The Tournament Ranking System (TRS) will be used 
for this tournament. All players attending must have a TRS score, which will be 
determined by each players Charter Holder and the OVNEA Ranking Committee. 
Further more, the OVNEA Ranking Committee reserves the right to have the 
final say when determining a player’s TRS score. 
 
The 4 players with the lowest combined TRS scores on each team registration 
form will determine your teams eligible Division. This total team score must be 
within each division guidelines at all times during team competition regardless 
of your player’s line-up.  
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TEAM QUALIFICATIONS 

 
GOLD TEAM DIVISION consists of any four members from a Charter Holder system. 
Total team TRS is 140 and higher. If there are less than 6 teams in this division, it will 
be run as a round robin format ($120 per team green fees) 
  
SILVER TEAM DIVISION consists of four members from a Charter Holder system. 
Total team TRS is 240 and higher ($120 per team green fees) 
 
BRONZE TEAM DIVISION consists of four members from a Charter Holder system. 
Total team TRS is 300 and higher ($120 per team green fees) 
 
OPEN COPPER TEAM DIVISION consists of four members from a Charter Holder 
system. Total team TRS is 360 and higher. Players ranked ‘70’ or lower are restricted 
from playing in the Copper Division ($100 per team green fees) 
 
WOMEN’S BRONZE TEAM DIVISION consists of four members from a Charter Holder 
system. Total team TRS is 330 and higher. Allowed 1 - ‘70’ TRS ranked player per team 
($100 per team green fees) 
 
WOMEN’S COPPER TEAM DIVISION consists of four members from a Charter Holder 
system. Total team TRS is 360 and higher. Allowed 1 – ‘80’ TRS ranked player per team 
($100 per team green fees) 
 

 
SINGLES QUALIFICATIONS 

 
GOLD MEN”S SINGLES DIVISION consists of players with individual TRS rankings of 
20 and higher. GUARANTEED $2000.00 FOR FIRST PLACE – MUST PLAY ON A 
TEAM TO BE ELIGIBLE TO PLAY IN THE GOLD SINGLES DIVISION 
 
SILVER SINGLES DIVISION consists of players with individual TRS rankings of 50 and 
60 
 
BRONZE SINGLES DIVISION consists of players with individual TRS rankings of 70 
and 80 
 
COPPER SINGLES DIVISION consists of players with individual TRS rankings of 90 
and 100 
 
SILVER WOMEN’S SINGLES DIVISION consists of players with individual TRS 
rankings of 70 and 80 
 
BRONZE WOMEN’S SINGLES DIVISION consists of players with individual TRS 
rankings of 90 and 100 
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SPECIAL TEAM AND SINGLES CRITERIA 

 
Women’s Division players may sign up for a mixed Division team, but may only play for one 
team at a time should a scheduling conflict occur. Women may not play in two matches at the 
same time. 
 
In team play, two team members must have at least 6 weeks of league play. Two other team 
members may have 4 weeks of league play. In Singles events, all players must have at least 6 
weeks of league play. Weeks must be completed by the January 12 deadline. 
 
All teams must sign in at the registration desk prior to their first match. Team captains 
must also present a copy of their teams official registration form from their league 
secretary at this time. Any roster additions or changes must be approved and 
competed by the registration committee at the time of registration or prior to the start 
of each team’s first match of the tournament. Complete stats must also be presented 
for any roster changes. 
 

TOURNAMENT FORMATS 
 

TEAM FORMAT 
 
All Divisions will be four player teams (may use 5 player rosters and substitute). All Division 
formats are as follows: 
 
Gold – 20 Games       Silver – 20 Games                 Bronze – 20 Games 
Open Copper – 16 Games       Women Bronze and Copper – 16 Games 
 
The event will be run as a double knockout 
 
SINGLES FORMAT 
 
Gold – Race to 7       Silver – Race to 5   Bronze – Race to 4 
Copper – Race to 4   Women’s Silver – Race to 4 Women’s Bronze – Race to 3 
 
All Divisions are double knockout, flip for opening break, alternate breaks thereafter 
 

PROTEST PROCEDURE 
 

In case of a protest, a team or player must deposit $100.00 with tournament officials, along with 
a written protest. Should the protest be upheld, the deposit will be refunded. If the protest is 
turned down, the deposit will be surrendered. 

 
DISQUALIFICATION/EJECTION 

 
Teams and single players will be immediately disqualified from tournament play if it is proven 
that a player is participating in a division that is not geared to TRS score or has not followed the 
above listed guidelines and rules 
 
Prior to each match, team captains are to present each of their players Sanction Cards, Photo 
ID, as well as a copy of their teams Official Registration form to the opposing team. If there is an 
infraction of any of these requirements, the team /player in question may be disqualified or 
ejected from further tournament play. If a team does not request this information prior to the 
start of a match they will forfeit their right to protest teams or players eligibility.
